Tuesday 1st

Pray that many of the children and staff would be amazed 
by the true historical facts of the first Easter, and that they would 
be led to praise Jesus. 

Thursday 3rd 
April 

Pray for the Bible Storytelling Team this morning as they lead an 
Easter themed assembly at Carr Lane School. Pray that the 
children and staff alike would understand the true meaning of 
Easter. 

Friday 4th 
April 

Pray that the women attending Faith on Friday this lunchtime 
would grow in their understanding and knowledge of the gospel 
and their love of Jesus.
